• One skein each DMC® or Anchor® six-strand embroidery fl oss (Model uses DMC®.)*
• Size 24 tapestry needle

Stitch count: 76H x 89W
Design size: 51/2" x 63/8"

Instructions: Cross stitch over two 
threads, using two strands of floss or 
one strand of very fine braid. Work 1/4 
cross stitch where small symbols ap-
pear, using two strands of floss. 
	 Backstitch over two threads, using 
one strand 500/683. 
	 Work French knot atop cross 
stitch for wreath on door, using two 
strands 502/877 and wrapping floss 
around needle once. See photo for 
placement.

Finishing materials  
and instructions: 
8" x 8" piece coordinating backing 

fabric
8" x 8" muslin
1 yd. each coordinating 1/4" red and 

green grosgrain ribbon
Polyester fiberfill
Coordinating sewing thread
Sewing machine (optional)

	 Trim stitched piece to 1/2" from 
stitching on all sides; press. Place 
stitched piece atop muslin, wrong 
sides together; baste in place. Trim 
muslin to match stitched piece.
	 Using trimmed piece as a tem-
plate, cut backing fabric to same 
size. Place backing fabric atop 
stitched design, right sides facing. 
Pin in place, aligning edges.
	 Cut ribbon lengths into two 18" 
lengths each. Pin one green and one 
red ribbon 1" in from edge on each 
side. Using a sewing machine, sew 
together, using a 1/4" seam allow-
wance and leaving a 3" opening at 
bottom for turning. Clip corners to 
reduce bulk.
	 Turn hanging right-side out and 
press seams. Stuff hanging with 
fiberfill. Using a hand-sewing needle 
and coordinating sewing thread, 
blind stitch 3" opening closed. Tie 
ribbon ends into a bow; trim ends if 
necessary.
